The Institute for Social Research in Oslo has conducted
research on migration, integration and diversity since the
end of the 1960s.

The migration research at the Institute for Social Research (ISF) started with
a pioneer study of the first buses with Pakistani labour migrants who arrived
in Norway in 1969. Since then, researchers at ISF have studied a wide range
of migration related topics, including migration policies, migrants’
experiences, social inequality, labour market integration, refugee
resettlement, return migration, ethnic discrimination, intersectionality, and
educational inequality from a migration and integration perspective.

In recent years, the ISF’s migration researchers have contributed knowledge
about, among other things, the prevalence of Covid-19 in the immigrant
population, asylum flows, revocation of residence permits, government use
of social media in migration management, citizenship, integration of
children of immigrants, attitudes to immigration and integration,
participation in public debate, freedom of expression, and hate speech. The
relationship between immigration and welfare, and support for the welfare
state, has been central, in addition to civil society’s role in immigration and
integration processes.

The Peace Research Institute Oslo (PRIO) is an
independent, international, and interdisciplinary research
institution founded in 1959. The institute has an
international staff of roughly 100 persons and uses English
as its working language.

PRIO is committed to academic excellence. We aim to develop theoretical
insights, refine research methodologies, and communicate our findings
widely. We see this academic excellence as paramount to having a
meaningful impact on society. In addition to research, PRIO conducts
graduate training and is engaged in dialogue and reconciliation.

The institute’s research is financed on a project basis by a range of
scientific and policy-oriented funders, both in Norway and abroad.

The thematic and regional profile of migration research at PRIO fluctuates
with the changing project portfolio, staff composition, and evolving
individual interests. Current projects involve qualitative fieldwork, surveys
and other forms of data collection in more than 20 countries across
Africa, Asia, and Europe.

Research Institute (AFI). SVA also hosts three Centres of
Research Excellence: Housing Lab, Centre for Research on
Pandemics & Society (PANSOC) and Centre for Housing
and Welfare Research (HOUSINGWEL).

(Practices and policies of belonging among minority and majority children of
low-income families), EXITNORWAY (Emigration from today’s Norway: Who,
why, and how does it shape Norwegian society?), FOOD2GATHER (Exploring
foodscapes as public places for integration), and REMIMO (Regulating
migration and membership through monetary requirements), as well as the
recently finalized WELLMIG project (Migration for Welfare: Nurses within
Three Regimes of Immigration and Integration into the Norwegian Welfare
State). Additionally, SVA institutes deliver a significant number of
policy-oriented studies on topics ranging from effective refugee settlement
and employment policies and indicators for integration legislation, to Covid
information to immigrant communities.

The role of panel chairs

Check the venue and technical solutions before the allotted time slot,
bearing in mind that this is a hybrid conference. There is assistance on each
floor if required.

Confirm that all the presenters are present and remind them of the time
available for each presentation.

If you know that a paper is cancelled, allocate more time to the remaining
presenters. If a presenter is missing without notice, proceed with the other
presentations in case the presenter arrives late.

Inform about the role of the discussant (if any).

Let the presenters speak in the order of the programme unless there are
specific reasons (e.g. technical) for changing the order.

Start the session on time.

Keep introductions short (name and affiliation). Let presenters introduce
their papers.

Keep each presentation to the allocated time. This is the most important
part of the role of chair. Give people a subtle warning when they have 2
minutes left. When needed, be strict.

Take note of questions that you may ask each presenter if there are few
questions from the audience (unless a discussant does so).

Once all papers have been given, take questions from the audience.

Ensure a balanced and inclusive distribution of time between members of
the audience who ask questions.

Ensure that there are questions to all presenters, e.g. by asking your own
questions.

Contribute to ensuring an open, inclusive, and respectful debate, reflect-
ing the discrimination-free, and harassment-free nature of the confer-

ence.

Interrupt to refocus the discussion if a question from the audience goes
off on a lengthy tangent.

End the session on time.

End the session by inviting the audience to thank the presenters (ap-
plause).

Opening plenary: The Temporal
Turn in Migration Studies

Time often plays a peripheral or taken-for granted role in analyses of
migration. This is changing, and might warrant being called a temporal turn.
The past two decades have seen an accelerating growth in migration
research that gives time explicit analytical attention. Time itself is not
necessarily placed centre-stage, but the temporal concepts and
perspectives are leveraged for new insights. With such tools, researchers
have examined how migration governance is exercised and experienced,
how transnational ties unfold, and how migration journeys develop.
Temporal perspectives can also help make sense of uncertain migratory
futures.

In this plenary discussion, we address three questions: How has the role of
time in migration studies changed over recent decades? What has the
changing interest in time contributed in terms of new insights? And what are
the pitfalls and promises of the temporal turn? The panel members have all
engaged with new approaches to time in their own research and through
their positions within migration studies. They are uniquely well-placed to
appraise what the temporal turn in migration studies signifies for our field.

Semi-Plenary: Temporalities
of Migration Governance

There is a tendency to discuss migration governance in technocratic terms
and describe it as concerned with the promotion of well-being for all
stakeholders, migrants and natives, receiving, sending and transit states. The
contributions at this semi-plenary question this technocratic perspective
and interrogate political dynamics, and power asymmetries in the
governance of migration and explore its temporalities and effects.

The four contributions by the speakers and the chair will highlight key trends
and dynamics in the governance of migration, by exploring shifts in the
politicization of migration over time that have been shaping migration
governance; identifying techniques aiming at the dissuasion of migration
through temporal governance and moralization; scrutinizing current and
recent migration agreements in regard to their power asymmetries and its
effects; as well as by interrogating how temporalities of migration governance
are gendered.

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Semi-Plenary: Temporalities of
Racialization and Integration

Comparative research paints a contradictory picture of long-term integration
processes. In line with theories of assimilation, descendants of immigrants
experience substantial social mobility compared to their immigrant parents.
However, in line with theories of racialization, there is a striking stability in
patterns of discrimination over time and immigrant generations. While these
outcomes are often seen as mutually exclusive in theory, this panel
addresses the question of whether they are connected in ways not

properly understood. The three speakers and the chair will draw on their own
research on racial identity, racism, and discrimination in sharing their
reflections on why research into these areas can point in such different
directions. The aim of the panel is to bridge insights from the scholarship on
immigration and integration, on the one hand, and scholarship on race and
racism, on the other.

I am Just a Number is a series of drawings made by the Syrian-Swedish artist
Muhammad Ali. It is his reflection on his refugee journey to Sweden, starting
off from the experience of having a number written on his arm upon arrival
on Samos. A number that both represents the longed-for order after the
chaos of war, but also meeting the labyrinthic order and chaos of the asylum
process in Europe.

The images mirror the reduction of people’s human status in the numbered
waiting for a ruling on the asylum application and in the uncertain waiting for
continued movement. The number marks thus both states” efforts to control
and order migration and the loss of order for the individual refugee, maybe
most obvious in the refugee’s loss of control of the most uncontrollable of
things - time.

Muhammad Ali is a Syrian-Swedish artist living in Stockholm since 2015. He
has a B.A. in painting from the Faculty of Fine Arts, Damascus University,
Syria, in 2005 and an MA in Fine Art from Konstfack, Stockholm, Sweden,
2019-2020. He has shown his work in several solo exhibitions and in a large
number of group exhibitions all over Europe, North Africa and the Middle
East. He is also represented by several museums and collections in Sweden.
He currently works in an art residency in Tunisia.

These drawings have previously been exhibited at Botkyrka konsthall in

She grew up with
Russian folk music, European and Roma music, and has released several
albums in collaboration with Roma musicians at Kirkelig Kulturverksted.
Together with the double bass player Jo Fougnar Skaansar the duo invites to
a captivating concert showing the power of music to bring people together
across different languages, cultures and origin countries.

Several regular trains operated by the national railway company Vy
connect Oslo Central Station and Oslo Airport Gardermoen. On average,
there are three departures per hour in both directions. The journey takes
about 20 minutes.

The Flytoget Airport Express Train departs from Oslo Central Station and
Oslo Airport every 10 minutes during the day and every 20 minutes early in
the morning and late at night, on weekends and during school holidays. The
journey takes about 20 minutes.

If you have a valid Oslo Pass or a period ticket for public transport in Oslo,
you can use it on a part of your journey. Get the supplementary ticket at
any Entur-counter.

Departure times and prices for public trains.

Flybussen operates several routes between Oslo Airport, the city centre and
the surrounding boroughs, most of them around the clock. Travel time to
the city centre is 40-50 minutes.

You can find departure times, routes and order tickets on Flybussen’s
website.
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OSL-ekspressen’s coaches service the east side of Oslo, departing from 22
stops in the Nordstrand and Lindeberg districts every hour. Travel time is
between 30 and 65 minutes.

Torp Sandefjord Airport is located approximately 110 km south-
west of Oslo, in Vestfold county.

The train operator Vy, offers one service between Torp and Oslo per hour.

Between Torp
railway station and the airport there is a shuttle bus service that
corresponds to the train schedule. The bus ride is included in your train
ticket.

The Torp Express bus service corresponds with most international flights at
Torp. Buses arrive and depart from Oslo Bus Terminal. Travel time is about
1,5-2 hours.




Public transport in Oslo

All public transport in Oslo and the surrounding boroughs
are included in one ticketing system. That includes city
and regional buses, trams, undergrounds, local trains and
ferries. The ferries to Bygdey are not included.

One of the easiest ways to get and manage tickets for public transport is
using the mobile app Ruter. If you prefer having physical tickets in your
pocket, you can purchase them at the Oslo Visitor Centre, at Ruter’s
customer service centre, and in Narvesen and 7-Eleven shops.

Oslo and the surrounding boroughs are divided into several zones. All of
Oslo, including the last stops of the subway system, is included in zone 1.
If you want to go to Oslo Airport Gardermoen, you need a ticket for four
zones. If you have a period ticket of the Oslo Pass, you can buy the
remaining zones separately.

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IMISCOE

IMISCOE (International Migration Research Network) is the largest
interdisciplinary research network in the field of migration. It was first
established as a Network of Excellent on April 2004 and has further
developed ever since. In 2014, the Network’s coordination was transferred
from the Institute for Migration and Ethnic Studies of Amsterdam University
(with Rinus Penninx as coordinator) to Erasmus University Rotterdam (with
Maurice Crul and Peter Scholten as coordinators). Erasmus University
Rotterdam continued to coordinate IMISCOE also during the period 2018~
2022 (with Peter Scholten as coordinator).

Since 1st of April 2022, the coordination of IMISCOE moved to the
University of Liege (with Jean-Michel Lafleur and Daniela Vintila as
coordinators). The network currently consists of 61 research institutes from
different countries around the world and from various disciplines, including
sociology, political science, economics, law, demography, history and
geography. It is involved in a wide array of activities, including:

IMISCOE provides a platform for scholars throughout the world to get
together, initiate comparative research and organize joint research projects.
The network supports and maintains a broad range of Standing Committees
that cover significant topics in migration studies, in line with the special
expertise of its members. The development of common lines of study is
primarily research-driven. IMISCOE derives its relevance for society in
general and for policy and politics in particular from its theory-based,
analytical contributions.

IMISCOE has established a book series with Springer, covering key
contributions in the field of migration. To promote the dissemination of
research and the widest possible access to research, IMISCOE has become
the leading supporter of Open Access publishing in this research area. Most
books are available in the OAPEN library. IMISCOE also sponsors the Open
Access journal Comparative Migration Studies.
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Throughout the year, numerous IMISCOE events are organised in the context
of research initiatives, publication events, PhD training, etc. The most
important event on the network’s agenda is the IMISCOE Annual
Conference, which has been organised every year since 2004 by different
IMISCOE Member Institutes. In 2022, the 19th Annual Conference will take
place in a hybrid format in Oslo (Norway) and online. In 2023, the 20th
Annual Conference will be held in Warsaw, Poland. Another important annual
event is the IMISCOE Spring Conference.

Training of young researchers is an essential task of IMISCOE. By pooling the
resources and expertise of its partners and members, the network facilitates
the highest quality training for all its members. It also makes long-term
investments in the broader field by opening its training facilities to
non-members. To this aim, the Network provides annual PhD winter/summer
schools, as well as specific training modules at other IMISCOE events. It also
supports the IMISCOE PhD Network and the IMISCOE PhD Academy. Also,
every year IMISCOE awards the Maria loannis Baganha Award to the best
PhD thesis in the field of migration, and the Rinus Penninx Award for best
paper presented at the IMISCOE Annual Conference.

IMISCOE maintains publications and communications channels to ensure
that the results of its research are available to the public at large as well as to
policymakers and other stakeholders. Its ambition is to make a difference in
public perceptions and policymaking by contributing with sound,
knowledge-based information.

IMISCOE is unique in that most of its funding comes from the member
institutes and the individual members themselves. This is a clear token of the
relevance of the network for the activities of its institutional and

individual members. For the period 2022-2026, IMISCOE receives support
from the University of Liege in Belgium (Coordinating Institute of IMISCOE).

Anti-racism Working group

Following unjust death of George Floyd in the USA that shocked us all and
reminded us that the battle for racial justice needs to be something that we
all engage in more actively. IMISCOE took up that challenge too with the
creation of an ad-hoc “Anti-racism working group”. In the past two years, the
group met monthly and has encouraged reflection on how race matters in
migration studies in Europe and beyond in different ways. Conceptually, it has
led on a seminar series where national patterns are compared so that we can
all learn on the histories of racism. It has also instigated the production of
teaching resources such as references. It has also instigated conversations
on membership of IMISCOE and how to diversify its constituent

bodies - standing committees and board membership.

In accordance with Article 8 of the Consortium Agreement (CA), a new
Committee on Diversity, Equality and Inclusion shall be established in the
IMISCOE Network in 2022. The Committee shall be appointed by IMISCOE’s
Executive Board (EB). Its main task shall consist of developing and
proposing to the Coordinator, the EB, and the Board of the Directors (BD)
policies and practices that will ensure the fulfilment of Article 8 of the
Consortium Agreement. The Committee shall advise on how to increase the
participation of under-represented groups, especially racialized groups, in all
IMISCOE activities, including those related to research and teaching,
communications, networking and membership of the Network’s governance
bodies and committees.

During their mandate which will start in July 2022, members shall be assignhed
one or several portfolios covering important aspects related to the
Committee’s role in the IMISCOE Network.
